THE OSSINING PUBLIC LIBRARY

REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD

JANUARY 23, 2006

Attending:  Joyce Lannert, Walter Ludlum, Peter Capek, Thomas Staudter and Edward Falcone.

President Lannert called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m. in the technical services office of the library.

Director Falcone presented the board with revised text for Resolution No. 2 – 2005-2006 (see below).

Minutes: A motion was made (Capek,Ludlum) to approve the December 2005 minutes with the proviso that they be revised to include mention of a resolution that was passed regarding the transfer of funds into the building fund for the new library. Unanimous.

Furniture Presentation: Todd Harvey and Sal Coco of BH&A briefed the trustees on choices of furnishings available that are consistent with budgeted outlays for the new library. Harvey also explained the bidding and pricing process for the furniture. Shelving and some woodworking are already out to bid. Samples of chairs, tables and textiles for the various parts of the new library were examined and discussed. Carpeting for the new library was also discussed, and BH&A will bring back to the trustees more information about carpeting choices so that a decision can be made.

Acceptance of Gifts/Grants for the Library: A motion was made (Ludlum, Capek) to approve Resolution No. 2 – 2005-2005 to formally accept $1,075.00 in donations for library use, and to acknowledge receipt and acceptance of a State Technology Grant as well. Unanimous. Another motion was made (Staudter, Ludlum) to approve Resolution No. 3 – 2005-2006 Revised that acknowledges receipt and acceptance of a grant from the New York State Dormitory Authority. Unanimous. (Copies of both resolutions are attached to the minutes.)

Expansion update: The village’s DPW has suggested the need for moving the fire hydrant in front of the new library and cutting the curb for new driveways. Both are under discussion. The school district has been informed that the library trustees will be using the library’s reserve fund to pay for some of the budget shortfalls associated with the new library.

Invoices: A motion was made (Staudter, Ludlum) to approve the following invoices: BH&A 2375 ($6,900.00), BH&A 2376 ($2,266.38), Special Testing Laboratories 19415 ($3,898.63), SpecialTesting Laboratories 19542 ($2,560.00) and JMOAEngineering 6379 ($17,005.36). Unanimous.

New business: The OPL has been asked to co-sponsor a program at an Energy fair hosted by State Assemblywoman Sandra Galef at the Croton Municipal Building on March 25 from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m. President Lannert will participate in the program.

     The OPL will receive a planning award from the League of Conservation at their annual award dinner on September 26 at Manhattanville College.

Director’s report: Falcone noted that the homework help program at the library was picking up steam. The building of the new library was progressing nicely, with a good deal of work being accomplished because of the mild winter. The idea of running a book lending service at the Ossining train station doesn’t seem quite feasible. Lannert queried whether more WLS information could be offered in Spanish, and also noted that the Rosetta Stone program on the website was hard to access.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:25 p.m. after a motion was made (Staudter, Ludlum) to do so.

The next meeting will be held in the Community Room on February 27 at 7 p.m.
