THE OSSINING PUBLIC LIBRARY

REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD

JULY 17, 2006

Attending: OPL trustees Joyce Lannert, Walter Ludlum, Peter Capek and Thomas Staudter; OPL director Edward Falcone. School board liaison Alice Joselow.
Vice President Capek called the meeting to order at 7:05 P.M. in the technical services office of the library.

 Minutes: A motion was made (Lannert, Ludlum) to approve the minutes from the board’s June 15, 2006 meeting with two amended items—that Minzesheimer be identified as the lone vote against Lannert’s re-election to the board, and that it be shown that the board met with the four other candidates separately during the interviewing process. Unanimous. A motion was made (Staudter, Lannert) to approve the minutes, taken by Falcone, from the special July 5, 2006 meeting held to sign contracts. Unanimous. 

Expansion Update: The county is wondering of the new building is jutting out into the sidewalk, and whether this will affect forthcoming repair of the sidewalk. To be resolved. The retaining wall is still a big issue. To settle problems the library is working with an engineer. Still a question as to why the water run-off occurred. Between $5000-$6000 of savings earned on theater partition work. Before LEED commissioning the ducts need to be accessible in anticipation of maintenance. Bid contracts for the moving job into the new library will go out in August. New furniture won’t be ordered until carpet is ordered. Lannert said original furniture order was in-hand. Ludlum called architect to push carpet seller along. Capek reported that there had been great feedback regarding technology from the tech committee. Their recommendations were reasonable. Falcone said tech purchases were on budget. A motion was made (Lannert, Ludlum) to approve tech appropriations in a contract to Edutek. Unanimous. Capek and Staudter reported on an impromptu tour of the new building that found open windows and lax security fencing. Damaged drywall will be cut away and replaced, said Lannert. An upcoming inspection and meeting with the builder was scheduled for the following Wednesday.

Invoices: A motion was made (Staudter, Lannert) to approve the following invoices: Beatty, Harvey #2740 ($38, 470.37), Beatty, Harvey #2741 ($308.00), JMOA Engineering #6602 ($17,471.28), Edutek #14000 ($5,362.50) and Keane & Beane #425586 ($243.75). Unanimous.
Director’s report: Falcone noted that RFID supplies were in and staff will start retagging the collection soon. Lannert wondered if WLS was picking up the costs. Falcone observed that price of RFID equipment was dropping. A motion was made (Ludlum, Lannert) to approve Budget Resolution No. 1, which increased the 2006-2007 budget by $45,250.00, taken from the unallocated fund balance, to pay for tax refunds and property rental. Unanimous.  Lannert asked that bids go out on organic cleaning products, noting that the NY State is asking schools to do the same. The board agreed to get quotes for both traditional and organic products.
Foundation Update: Lannert noted the Foundation is interested in funding programs for people. Falcone hopes funding can perhaps enhance the children’s room. A liaison to the Foundation will be chosen after Minzesheimer returns from vacation.

Old business: There have been several responses to the RFP concerning the new café. Falcone met with the owner of Black Cow, who was enthusiastic about the prospects of managing the café. Decisions regarding board expansion were tabled until the August meeting.
The next meeting of the board will take place August 21 at 7 P. M. in the community room of the library.

A motion was made (Ludlum, Staudter) to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 P.M. Unanimous.
