Jobs 16 & 17-Year-Olds May Not Perform
· Any job declared hazardous
Hazardous jobs are:  mining, logging, meat-packing, roofing, excavation, demolition, operating a motor vehicle or forklift, working with saws, explosives or most power-driven machines, or working with radioactive materials.
Employment Document Checklist
· Social security card
· Proof of date of birth (such as a birth certificate)
· Proof of U.S. citizenship or lawful permanent residency (“Green Card”)
· Photo I.D. (such as your school I.D.)
· Work permit (see reverse)
· List of 3 references
Hours Youth May Work

Youth attending school when school is in session:

· Between 6am and 10pm
· Monday-Thursday 

Up to 4 hours per day
· Friday-Sunday & holidays
Up to 8 hours per day
· Maximum 28 hours per week
Youth attending school when school is not in session for at least a week:

AND Youth not attending school:
· Between 6am and midnight (12am)
· Up to 8 hours per day
· Up to 6 days per week
· Maximum 48 hours per week
Work Permit
· Student General Employment Certificate (AT-19) (green paper) – issued to minors aged 16 and 17 who attend school and plan to work during vacations or after school hours.

To obtain a work permit, ask for an Application for Employment Certificate from the Nurse’s Office at school.  

· Ask the nurse to check that you have a current Physical Exam on file (exam must have been done within the past 12 months)

· Have your parent or guardian PRINT the date, your name, age, social security number and home address in Part I on the application
· Have your parent or guardian sign the application
· Have the Principal or appropriate Assistant Principal sign the application
· Have your assigned Guidance Counselor sign the application
· Return the completed and signed application to the Nurse’s Office and receive your Work Permit
